Children’s Vision Bills Introduced on Capitol Hill

WASHINGTON D.C. --With bipartisan support in both the House of Representatives and the
Senate, the Vision Care for Kids Act of 2007 was introduced this week on Capitol Hill.

The bill, H.R. 507, was introduced yesterday in the House of Representative bill with spon-
sors including U.S. Reps. Eliot Engel (D-NY), Vito Fossella (R-NY), Gene Green (D-TX), Bill Pas-
crell (D-NJ), lleana Ros-Lehtinen (R-FL) and John Sullivan (R-OK).

In the Senate, the bill, which is expected to be introduced this week, according to the VCA,
is sponsored by U.S. Sens. Christopher Bond (R-MO) and Christopher Dodd (D-CT).

The legislation, which is supported by the alliance of the Vision Council of America (VCA),
American Academy of Ophthalmology, the American Association for Pediatric Ophthalmology and
Strabismus, the American Optometric Association and Prevent Blindness America, focuses on pro-
viding children the follow-up care needed after being identified with a potential vision problem by a
comprehensive eye exam or vision screening.

The great part about this bill is that every state, no matter what their current requirements,
can utilize these funds to reduce the number of students who fall through the cracks and enter
school at a disadvantage, said Michael Daley, chair of VCA’'s Government Relations Committee.
By putting an emphasis on follow-up, we can make sure that more children who need vision care
get it.

Identical versions of the bill were introduced concurrently in both the House of Representa-
tives and the Senate. This is advantageous, VCA pointed out, as it will expedite the legislative
process and ensure that the bill's intent is not compromised. We are very excited that the bill has
real legs to stand on in the 110th Congress, noted Ed Greene, VCA chief executive officer. We've
overcome many hurdles to get to this point and it's very rewarding to be where we are.

The Congressional Vision Caucus, composed of members from both the House and the
Senate, and dedicated to strengthening policy on vision problems, will sponsor a briefing on the Vi-
sion Care for Kids Act of 2007. The briefing will be held on Tuesday, Jan. 29, 2007, and will edu-
cate congressional staff about the merits of the legislation.

We hope that through the early introduction of the bill in the 110th Congress, we will seize
the energy and momentum on Capitol Hill to move this worthwhile legislation to passage concluded
Greene.

In a separate statement, Prevent Blindness America (PBA), the national volunteer eye
health and safety organization, said, Last year, Prevent Blindness America provided more than 2
million vision screenings to children. Unfortunately, close to 10 percent of those kids failed their
screenings, said Daniel D. Garrett, senior vice president of PBA. We are thrilled that the Vision
Care for Kids Act of 2007 will close that gap for children who desperately need appropriate follow-
up care to save their sight.
